Uses of Objective Pronouns

· Direct Object (DO) – Tells who or what receives the action
· Indirect Object (IDO) – Tells to whom or to what (for whom or for what) the action of the verb is done.
Example: Cassidy gave her little sister a haircut 
[bookmark: _GoBack]			DO = haircut	IDO = sister

· Object of Preposition (OBJ) – The noun or pronoun in a prepositional phrase
Example:  He hid beside the door.
		Preposition= beside	OBJ = door
