
 Greek Mythology: Create your own Greek god or goddess
 
The Assignment 
Often these stories had characters with superhuman qualities, strengths or talents. These characters usually had very human flaws and imperfections as well. This combination often made for interesting challenges and conflicts in their lives. You will create your own, unique Greek god or goddess, complete with a name, a symbol, and his or her own myth. You can get as creative as you wish with this assignment, however, your god or goddess can only have one domain or power and they cannot be named after an actual person. 

Requirements 
[bookmark: _GoBack]o Your god or goddess must have an original name (Greek or Roman).
o Your god or goddess must have a symbol and a power.
o Your god or goddess must have an original myth or story about him or her. 
o Your myth must follow some or all of the guidelines for myths. 
o Your myth should be one -two typed page(s), double-spaced. 
o Your project must contain a title. 
o Your project must be proofread and free of punctuation and spelling errors. 
o Your project must include a visual depiction of your god or goddess. 

EXAMPLE: The god, Leadinity/Bonollo, is the god of positive words. The myth is that writers were constantly writing negative things about the world and the people in it. Leadinity shortened their pencils quickly every time they wrote something bad. Once they wrote positive things, Leadinity would grace them with a pencil that never needed to be sharpened. 

(This is a shortened example of a myth that you will hand in.)
